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Section 1: Introduction

The purpose of this business plan is to establish the principle guidance necessary for the completion of an effective transition process from the current Base Operations Support (BOS) and Visual Information (VI) functions of the United States Army Garrison Fort Sam Houston, Texas (USAGFSH) to the Most Efficient Organizations (MEO) and Continuing Government Activity (CGA) that were developed under the guidance of OMB Circular A-76 Commercial Activities (CA) study.  Specifically, the business plan provides some background on the CA study and details the final BOS and VI MEOs and the CGA.  It also identifies the major milestones, tasks and required resources that are necessary for a smooth and seamless transition and the required resources.  Finally, the business plan assigns transition roles and responsibilities to the members of the Commercial Activities Transition Working Group (CATWG), identifies data requirements, and delineates USAGFSH transition communications policies.
Section 2: Background

In July of 1998, USAGFSH announced a whole base cost comparison to be conducted on approximately 1800 positions.  USAGFSH subsequently conducted a Whole Base Commercial Activities Cost Comparison (WBCACC) of Base Operations Support (BOS).  From the initial CA study announcement various functions and organizations have been added and/or removed from the original announced study scope, impacting the total number of FTEs under study.  Specifically, all Non-Appropriated Fund (NAF) employees were removed, along with the Provost Marshal’s Office (PMO) functions, the Special Troops Battalion, and the Judge Advocate General (JAG) to name a few.   

The following are several of the major milestones in the four-year BOS Commercial Activity Study:

· Congressional Announcement July 1998

· Beginning of Solicitation Period January 2001

· Pre-proposal Conference March 2001

· Last Amendment to Solicitation prior to closure of Solicitation September 2001

· Solicitation Period closed October 2001

· Offer received October 2001

· Determination that BOS Bidder was Not Technically Acceptable July 2002

· Announcement there will not be a BOS Cost Comparison July 2002

· GAO Protest filed on determination that BOS Bidder was Not Technically Acceptable August 2002

· GAO Decision upholding the Source Selection Boards decision and supporting termination of BOS CA study November 2002

· Congressional Notification to proceed with BOS MEO implementation April 2003

· Transition to MEOs and CGA formally begins April 2003
The completed WBCACC for BOS included the following functions:  Information Technology, Administrative Services, Human Resources, Public Works, Engineering, Housing, Environmental, Supply, Transportation, Logistics, Public Affairs; Resource Management; Military Training Reservation – Camp Bullis, and some Provost Marshall administrative functions.  Grant Thornton calculated that there were 800.45 On-Board Full Time Equivalent (FTE) studied in the BOS.  The result of the WBCACC was the development of a BOS MEO that was comprised of 424.60 FTEs.  This amounts to roughly a 66% reduction in labor costs and a savings of 375.85 On-Board FTEs.

In addition, USAGFSH announced that it would also conduct full cost comparisons on the Museum and VI functions but that these functions would be small business set-asides.  The Museum study was eventually canceled due to the lack of achievable savings.  The CA study for VI proceeded and initially included the following functions:  Television Production, Combat Camera Team, Electronic Multi-Media Imaging, Visual Presentation and Photo Imaging.  The Combat Camera Team and the Television Production functions were eventually removed from study because they solely supported the Medical Command.

A CA cost comparison was conducted on the remaining VI functions and it was announced in July 2002 that the VI MEO won.  At the time of the study, there were 37 On-Board FTEs in the current VI organization.  The resulting VI MEO was 10 FTEs.  This amounts to roughly a 74% in labor costs and a savings of 27 FTEs.

The following tables summarize Grant Thornton’s analysis of the final BOS and VI FTEs under study.

Section 3: Overview of the BOS and VI MEOs

The MEOs that were developed as part of the Management Studies are the basis of the Government's In-House Cost Estimates (IHCEs) in CA studies.  The BOS and the VI MEOs were developed from the ground up and are staffed to perform the tasks at the workcounts and performance levels stated in the Performance Requirements Documents (PRDs).  Cycle times for each of the PRD tasks were collected and the cycle time multiplied by the workcount divided by 1776 (available man hours per year for A-76 CA Studies), identified the number of FTEs required to perform the particular task.  Once all of the FTEs were identified, supervision, travel time and other overhead required in C-1 of the PRD were added to the FTE amounts.  Next, analytical techniques were applied to the FTEs and process improvements were developed in order to gain additional FTE savings.  These techniques include:

· Eliminating unnecessary tasks

· Streamlining or automating work processes

· Improving organizational structure

· Aligning staff structure with workload requirements

· Focusing employee workload assignments

· Trade-Grade Analysis

· Reorganization and Realignment 

· Process Reengineering
After the FTEs were finalized, tasks were grouped in positions and positions descriptions were developed and classified.  Positions for similar functions were grouped into divisions, branches, etc.  For additional information on MEO development, please refer to Chapter 3 of the Management Studies and to the Technical Performance Plan (TPP).

Once the MEOs were developed, the organization was then costed in the winCOMPARE software, as mandated for Department of Defense CA Studies.  For additional information on the cost of the MEOs, please refer to Chapter 9 of the Management Studies.

The following organizational charts depict a high-level summary of the BOS and VI MEOs.  Supporting staffing tables and positions descriptions are located in the Management Studies.
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Section 4: Overview of the CGA

The CGA is essentially comprised of two groupings of residual positions.  The first grouping is made up of positions and functions that USAGFSH either exempted initially or that was subsequently removed from study and now comprises the Commander’s Personal and Operational Staff.  No additional analysis was conducted on this grouping and the number of positions was placed into the CGA in accordance with the 0102 TDA. This grouping contains roughly 480 positions among the following functions:

· Office of the Garrison Commander

· Staff Judge Advocate

· Internal Review Office
· Inspector General’s Office
· Equal Opportunity Office
· Civilian Personnel Advisory Center
· Community Activities Business Center
· Special Troops Batallion
· Provost Marshall Office 
· OTSG Special Pay
· Fire and Safety
· Chaplain
· Public Works Utilities Privatization 
· Museum
When the Management Studies were originally being developed, the positions that USAGFSH had identified as “Governmental In Nature (GIN)” or Inherently Governmental were placed in the second grouping.  In addition to the GIN functions that these positions will be performing, this grouping will also support the MEOs by developing functional policy and guidance and performing quality assurance on the MEOs.  Initially however, no analysis was conducted on these positions.  New position descriptions were drafted for these positions and the CGA was finalized.

However, USAGFSH revised its previous position and decided that this second grouping of CGA positions should be analyzed and scrutinized in the same manner as the MEO’s.  Therefore, a detailed analysis was conducted and CGA FTEs quantified.  The result was the need for 71 CGA positions.  Task listings have been developed and grouped into positions. However, none of the CGA positions will be performing PRD work.  The following table shows the number of CGA positions in this grouping by functional area.  
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The organizational chart below depicts the new Fort Sam Houston overall structure.
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Section 5: Activities and Assignments

The following section details the major milestones that have been identified for the transition to the MEOs and CGA.  The first step in the transition is to establish a CATWG that will be responsible for the efficient implementation of the results of the Commercial Activity Study including that identification of the MEOs’ Project Managers.  The A-76 Operations Center and Grant Thornton will provide guidance, direction and technical assistance to the CATWG that will assist USAGFSH in establishing a smooth and seamless transition from the existing organization to the MEOs.  To ensure that the CATWG is well organized and managed as it proceeds with the implementation of the new organizations, the CATWG will finalize and adopt this business plan and the Plan of Action and Milestones that outlines their tasks and timelines, mission, objectives, roles and responsibilities. 

Development Of A Plan of Action and Milestones (POAM)

Grant Thornton has developed a draft transition POAM.  The tasks are intended to be inclusive of all requirements needed to perform the transition.  Currently, the POAM covers a duration of approximately two hundred and ninety days. It begins with the initial development of a POAM and a business plan, their refinement, and the establishment of working groups and committees to assist with the planning and execution of the transition and ends the transition phase with full MEO implementation.  

The draft POAM was developed with certain assumptions in mind.  First, it was assumed that the BOS MEO Final Decision will be announced on or about April 28, 2003.  The second assumption was that the personnel actions for the MEO and CGA would run simultaneously and begin immediately after announcement of the Final Decision.  The third assumption was that the transition and CATWG support would be continuous with no major interruptions.  The final assumption was that the CATWG would develop realistic completion dates, finalize the POAM and will then maintain and update the POAM accordingly.  A high-level view of the POAM is located below.  The detailed POAM is located in Attachment A.

Implementation Of the Continuing Government Activity (CGA)

As was previously mentioned, there are two sets of organizations that will be implemented during transition.  One set is the MEOs (discussed in a subsequent section) and the other is the Continuing Government Activity (CGA).   Before the CGA can be implemented however, it must be finalized and approved by USAGFSH and position descriptions completed and certified.

After the CGA is finalized, orders establishing the CGA organization must be cut, cost centers established, budgets transferred, and the TDA updated accordingly.  In addition, the CATWG will begin to identify building, furniture, fixtures, and equipment needs for the CGA and will conduct a critical skills assessment.  In conjunction with the MEOs, personnel actions will be initiated and meetings with employees will be conducted.  Finally, the CGA will be stood up and become fully operational.

Once USAGFSH has an idea as to who will be filling the CGA positions, the CATWG will develop and implement training for the CGA members on their new position descriptions and roles and responsibilities and how to perform Quality Assurance (QA) on the MEOs.  An additional CATWG responsibility will be to document any new mission requirements generated by the CGA implementation.  

Provide Transition Support to the MEOs
As noted above, the other major organizations that will be implemented as part of the transition is the BOS and VI MEOs.  Transition to the MEOs will be a complex challenge.  The following details some of the activities that the CATWG will be responsible for completing prior to the full implementation of the MEOs.  

· Assessing Changes to USAGFSH Mission

· Identifying Changes to the PRD (via the Workload Tracking System)

· Updating Government Furnished Facilities (GFF), Government Furnished Contracts (GFC) and Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) Lists

· Facilitating the turn in of excess facilities, equipment, and material

· Facilitating the preparation of Joint Inventories (working with USAGFSH functional areas)

· Assisting with updating Inter/Intra-Service Support Agreements (ISSAs), MOUs and other support/service contracts, as required

· Updating SOPs

· Identifying new opportunities to locate and/or consolidate functions

· Identifying signage and symbols needed to be updated/changed as a result of the implementation of the MEOs

· Identifying potential recommendations resulting in increased space and/or equipment utilization

· Developing a critical skills list

· Implementing the MEOs’ process improvements

· Conducting Personnel Actions

· Re-locating functions

· Identifying and implementing any revised work schedule changes
In addition, the CATWG will provide guidance and training to the MEO throughout the transition period.  This will include training on how the MEO was developed and how it will be executed, training on the tasks, cycle times and new position descriptions that the employees will be assigned to, and explaining Quality Control (QC) within the MEOs to the MEO supervisors.  In addition, the CATWG will develop/obtain and implement a workload tracking procedure for the MEO.

Incorporate Process Improvements

As was mentioned briefly above, a number of process improvements were identified during the CA study.  The process improvements identified in the Management Studies will be implemented and will be reviewed during the post-MEO audit.  In addition, there were some process improvements that were discussed but not actually written into the MEOs or other ideas that have emerged since the MEOs were developed.  These process improvements will be assessed as whether or not they should be implemented.  Once all decisions on process improvements have been made, the A-76 Operations Center and Grant Thornton will develop Process Improvement Action Plans (PIAP) that will guide implementation process.  

The CATWG will provide guidance on the implementation of the process improvements and will track the associated costs.  However, the BOS and VI Project Managers will be carrying out the implementation and will be responsible for adhering to the PIAPs and ensuring timely and accurate implementation.  The Project Managers will keep will provide weekly updates to the CATWG on the implementation progress.

Assessment Of Mission Changes After Final Decision

Prior to the completion of the Commercial Activities Study, USAGFSH was apprised of the potential for additional missions and tenants on the installation.  The addition of new mission and tenants will affect the operation of the MEOs and potentially have an impact on the CGA.  Functional area representatives should prepare an information memo on any mission changes in their area and submit the memos to the CATWG.  The CATWG will then review and analyze the mission changes to USAGFSH to determine if there is an impact to the PRD and/or the MEOs’ workload and to recommend staffing, and/or organizational changes to either the MEOs or the CGA.  Once mission and workload changes have been approved, the PRD will be updated and staffing changes will be incorporated into the MEOs and CGA.

Section 6: Resource Requirements

The key to transition success is the clear identification of required tasks and the close communication and coordination of the CATWG with USAGFSH Command and the MEO and CGA key players.  The CATWG will proactively discuss project requirements and technical issues with USAGFSH Command and will attempt to defuse issues before they become problems.  The following discussion describes the project management structure developed for the transition effort.

The Grant Thornton Project Manager (PM) and the USAGFSH A-76 PM will be the primary liaison points between the CATWG and the USAGFSH Command.  In addition to Grant Thornton and the A-76 Operations Center, the CATWG will also include the Contracting Officer (KO), Staff Judge Advocate (SJA), Civilian Personnel Officer (CPO), Financial Management Officer (FMO), and the Independent Review Officer (IRO).  The SJA provides advice and guidance to the members of the CATWG involving legal, regulatory, and policy issues.  The CPO will be the primary Point Of Contact (POC) for many of the personnel affected by the implementation of the MEOs and CGA.  One of the primary roles in the transition for the CPO will be to provide information to employees and to implement Reductions in Force (RIF), and Voluntary Early Retirement Authority (VERA) and Voluntary Separation Plan (VSP) actions in order to meet the staffing goals established under the MEOs.  The FMO will establish new cost centers for the USAGFSH and in particular cost centers and funding requirements for the MEOs and the CGA.  And finally, the IRO will monitor MEO implementation and prepare for Post-MEO Review

In addition, the BOS and VI MEO PMs will also be members of the CATWG.  Once the MEO PMs are in place, they will identify functional area representatives that will work with them in order to complete the various transition tasks.  Tasks will be assigned to the MEO PMs who will then delegate to the functional area representatives, as they deem necessary.  The MEO PMs and functional area representatives may be full-time dedicated to transition support and may be need to attend occasional CATWG meetings.    

On the consultant side, the Grant Thornton PM will assign the Grant Thornton project consultants and seniors analysts/subject matter experts project responsibilities based on their education, experience, and capabilities and will assign suspense dates and workload requirements.  The Grant Thornton PM will provide technical guidance, direction, training and expertise to the CATWG as required.  The Grant Thornton PM will also be responsible for coordinating effective teamwork and quality control during the transition process.

Section 7: Critical Path and Functions

In order to properly execute the transition to the MEOs and the CGA organizations the CATWG will require a great deal of coordination, collaboration and support from USAGFSH; especially from the Civilian Personnel Assistance Center (CPAC).  The support and contribution from key managers and staff responsible for supervising and implementing the MEOs and the CGA organizations is of the utmost importance.  The most critical timeline in this process, after the announcement of the BOS MEO decisions, is the personnel action timeline.  However, in the new organizations, to ensure mission continuity and preclude mission failure the most critical actions in the transition implementation process are the facilitation of organizational structures, operational concepts, new workflow patterns, operational priorities, customer focus, quality control and assurance methods, the capture of workload metrics, and the establishment of an issue resolution process.

· Issuing Job Opportunity Announcement (JOA) to fill MEO and CGA Vacancies

· Making Staff Selections

Section 8: USAGFSH Transition Communications Policies

The CATWG is the organization on USAGFSH responsible for the successful accomplishment of the transition activities.  Within the CATWG the USAGFSH A-76 PM is responsible for the day-to-day management of the business plan actions.  The SJA and the CPO support the CATWG in the implementation of this plan and provide technical advice, review and (in some cases) approval for various aspects of the plan.  When the CATWG has a need to make any transition information public the USAGFSH A-76 PM will contact the Command Suite that in turn shall release the information through the Garrison Public Affairs Office (PAO).

· All written materials on the transition prepared for public release will be coordinated through the Command Suite and disseminated by the PAO. 

· Dissemination of USAGFSH internal information pertaining to the transition and the scheduling of meetings whose purpose is to provide or exchange information on the transition shall first be approved by the USAGFSH A-76 PM.  The USAGFSH A-76 PM shall determine what additional levels of reviews and approval are needed prior to the information release and channels of publication are to be used.  

· The CPO and CPAC representatives shall approve for release materials prepared involving personnel questions and issues.

· The CPO will be the POC for Communications with the workers union, LIUNA Local No. 28.

· The KO assigned to the CATWG shall approve for release prepared material involving the transition contractual questions and issues.
