MEDICAL UNIT STAFFS IN OPERATION

     MUSIO is a six day capstone Command Post Exercise (CPX) conducted during week eight of the OAC.  Student staff groups replicate medical unit staffs under a Medical Brigade staffed by cadre/small group instructors.  The Combat Service Support Training Support System (CSSTSS), a computer simulation, assists as a battle driver for the exercise.

     The scenario takes place on the Korean Peninsula.  After being invaded by the Democratic Peoples Republic of Korea (DPRK), the Republic of South Korean (ROK) requests US assistance.  The II (US) Corps is alerted for deployment to serve as the US Army Forces (ARFOR) Ground Component Command (GCC) to Eighth United States Army (EUSA) to the CINC United Nations Command (UNC) / Combined Forces Command (CFC) / United States Forces Korea (USFK).  Within the II (US) Corps is the 80th Medical Brigade, a corps level Medical Brigade war-traced to the 2nd COSCOM.

     Student staff groups functioning as Medical Groups, Combat Support Hospitals, an Evacuation Battalion, Area Support Medical Battalion and Medical Logistics Battalion prepare Health Service Support Estimates and task organize their assets to support the warfight. 

     Imbedded within this capstone exercise are numerous staff drills utilizing the Military Decision Making Process (MDMP).  Staff groups conduct rehearsals, battle update briefs, staff coordination and synchronization drills, utilizing tactics, techniques and procedures acquired throughout the OAC .   

     The first two days of the exercise are conducted at the Academy of Health Sciences.  Students then move to Camp Bullis for the final four days where they establish their respective command posts and utilizing CSSTSS, conduct the exercise.

     The endstate is an understanding of corps level medical unit functions, staff operations and integration required to support a corps warfight.   
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
