The SASO PE of the Officer Advanced Course is designed to expose the students to the type of current missions that are dominating the U.S. military’s Operations Tempo (OPTEMPO). The goal of the SASO PE is to define, discuss, and exemplify operations other than war and apply medical doctrine and planning to these operations.
